How Are The Independent Citizens 
Redistricting Commissioners Selected? 

• 60 most qualified applicants selected by Applicant Review 
Panel – MAY 16, 2013

• Submitted to City Council – MAY 22, 2013
• Each Council member may remove one applicant without 

explanation – MAY 22, 2013
• City Auditor randomly and publicly selects 8 commissioners 

– MAY 22, 2013
• The 8 randomly selected Commissioners choose by 

supermajority vote 6 additional Commissioners, reflecting 
Austin’s diversity (race, ethnicity; gender, geography) 

• Independent Citizens Redistricting Committee ‐ 14 members
