Neighborhood Center

The Growth Concept Map illustrates how Austin plans to accom-
modate new residents, jobs, mixed-use areas, open space, and
transportation infrastructure in the next 30 years. As Austin
grows, the Growth Concept Map directs new and redevelopment
to focused centers of varying sizes. Most centers are connected
by activity corridors, which serve a dual purpose of enhancing
mobility and concentrating development, maintaining neighbor-
hood character and better accommodating walking, bicycling,
taking transit, and driving.
